The components listed below are covered by the Vehicle Service Contract. Components not listed below are not covered.

1. Engine Components – All internally lubricated parts, including: pistons, pins and rings; connecting rods and bearings; crankshaft and main bearings; camshaft, followers and cam bearings; push rods, valves, springs, guides, seats and lifters; rocker arms, shafts and bushings; timing gear, chain or belt, tensioners and retainers; eccentric shaft; oil pump. Engine head(s) and engine block if damaged by the failure of an

internally lubricated part. Water pump; oil pan; intake and exhaust manifolds; engine mounts and cushions; engine torque strut, timing cover; valve cover(s); harmonic balancer; flywheel (flexplate) and flywheel ring gear; vacuum pump; dipstick and tube; and all pulleys. Diesel engine components: All covered engine parts described above, fuel injection pump and fuel heater. Turbo Charger Components - All internally lubricated parts within the turbo charger housing. Turbo charger housing is covered if damaged due to a failure of internally lubricated part.

2. Transmission/Transfer Case Components – All internally lubricated parts contained within the transmission case; transfer case; torque converter; vacuum modulator; internal linkage; mounts; oil pan; cooler and cooler lines; filler tube and dipstick; transmission park brake assembly. Transmission and transfer case if damaged by the failure of an internally lubricated part.

3. Drive Axle Components (Front and Rear) – All internally lubricated parts contained within the differential housing, transaxle housing; and final drive housing. Axle shafts; constant velocity joints; universal joints; drive shafts, hub bearings; supports; retainers; bearing; four wheel drive hubs and bearings; differential housing, transaxle housing; and final drive housing if damaged by the failure of an internally lubricated

part.

4. Seals and Gaskets - All seals, gaskets, and sealing boots are covered for all Covered Components of this Agreement.

5. Suspension Components – Struts (EXCLUDING REPLACEABLE CARTRIDGES), strut bar and bushing; upper and lower control arms, shafts, and bushings; upper and lower ball joints; steering knuckles; wheel bearings; stabilizer shaft, linkage and bushings; kingpin and bushing; torsion bars; spindle supports; coil and leaf springs; leveling system compressor; lines; bags; and rubberized suspension components.

6. Steering Components – All internally lubricated parts contained within the steering gear box and gear housing; rack and pinion gear; power steering pump; main and intermediate shafts; steering column shafts and couplings; cooler and cooler lines; power cylinder; Pitman arm; idler arm; tie rod and tie rod ends; drag links; control valve and cylinder. Steering gear box and gear box housing if damaged by the failure of an

internally lubricated part.

7. Air Conditioning Components – Compressor; clutch; clutch pulley; clutch coils; condenser; evaporator; POA valve; accumulator; orifice tube; temperature control programmer; power module; idler pulley and bearing; receiver-dryer; blower motor; high/low cut off switches; pressure cycling switch; ducts; and P.C. Board(s).

8. Heating/Cooling Components – Water pump, including impeller shaft, bearings and bushings; radiator; heater core; fan; fan clutch; fan motor and controller module; coolant recovery unit; fan shroud; electric block heater; and heater ducts and cabins.

9. Fuel Delivery Components - Fuel pump; fuel tanks; metal fuel lines; fuel distributor; fuel injection pump; fuel injectors; carburetors; and auxiliary tank switch

14. Auxiliary Powerplant/Powerstep Components – All internally lubricated parts of the powerplant engine; starter; switches; and generator electrical components; power converter; inverter; voltage regulator; gauges; interior monitor/control panel; hydraulic door, and P.C. Board(s). Head and/or cylinder block if damaged by the failure of an internally lubricated part. Power Steps: Powerstep system. NOTE: COVERAGE IS ONLY AVAILABLE FOR POWER STEP SYSTEMS WHICH ARE FACTORY-INSTALLED OR FACTORY-APPROVED DEALERINSTALLED.

15. Water Heater Components – Burner assembly; tank; thermostat; thermocouple; gas valve; heating element(s); electronic ignition assembly; wiring harness; switches; fittings and connections; and P.C. Board(s).

16. Waste System Components – Shower; toilet; sink(s); holding tanks; gate valves; fittings and connections.

17. Fresh Water System Components – Water pump; compressor; water tank; water lines; traps; fittings and connections; and faucets.

18. Air Conditioning/Ventilation Components – Compressor; evaporator; capacitors; relays; thermostat; heat strips; heat pump; condenser; accumulator; expansion valve; receiver dryer; blower motor; switches; electronic module; reversing valve; P.C. Board(s); pressure cycling switch; ventilation fans; and ducts and control panel.

19. Range and Oven Components – Burner assembly; thermostat; thermocouple; burner valves; microwave oven; power hood; L.P. fittings and connections; and P.C. Board(s).

20. L.P. Gas System Components – Regulators; valves and gauges; mounting brackets; pigtails; gas lines; fittings and shut-off system.

21. Heating System Components – Furnace igniter; burner assembly; thermocouple; gas valve; thermostat; blower motor; heat pump; heat strips; reversing valve; L.P. fittings and connections; and P.C. Board(s).

22. Refrigerator Components – Thermostat; thermocouple; cooling unit; burner assembly; igniter; L.P. fittings and connections; control panel; and

P.C. Board(s).

ANCILLARY BENEFITS

Substitute Transportation: (Motor Home Only) In the event of a covered Mechanical Breakdown, rental car reimbursement will be provided to You for receipted expenses at a maximum of $50.00 per day for every eight (8) hours, or portion thereof, of applicable labor time required to complete the covered repair, up to a maximum of $300 for each occurrence. The applicable national repair manual determines required labor time. This coverage does not apply toward time needed while waiting for parts or other delays beyond the control of the repair facility. A maximum of three (3) additional days’ rental coverage applies in the event that a major component (engine, transmission, or drive assembly) is to be replaced under the terms of this Service Contract. If we send an inspector to determine whether repairs are covered by this Service Contract, and we determine that they are, rental reimbursement will be provided for two (2) additional days.

If the repair is not covered by this Service Contract, no rental reimbursement will be allowed.

Travel Expenses: In the event of a covered Mechanical Breakdown, You will receive reimbursement from Administrator for a maximum of three (3) days for expenses for meals (restaurants only) and receipted lodging (hotel/motel) incurred by You and Your family from the date of Mechanical Breakdown for a maximum daily rate of $100.00 per day when You cannot operate Your Vehicle due to a Mechanical

Breakdown covered under this Service Contract and you are more than one hundred (100) miles from home.

Towing and Road Service: In the event of Mechanical Breakdown of a Covered Part(s), we will reimburse you for receipted towing charges and emergency road service labor for Your Vehicle only, not to exceed $150.00 per occurrence. Road service labor must be performed at the location of the Mechanical Breakdown.

ADDITIONAL BENEFITS
Manufacturer's Deductible Reimbursement

If any covered part hereunder is repaired and/or replaced under the Manufacturer’s Warranty, you will be reimbursed for the amount of the Manufacturer’s deductible, less the deductible amount provided herein, if any.

Transfer

You may transfer your Service Contract benefits, other than those benefits under the Refund provisions hereunder, to a Private Party Purchaser (the approved transferee) you sell or lease the vehicle to while this Service Contract is still in force. This can be done only if you give the Issuing Dealer, or the Obligor, a $75.00 Transfer Fee and a Bill of Sale along with a completed Transfer Form (provided by the Issuing Dealer or the Obligor) within 30 days of sale, lease or transfer of vehicle, and provided you include with your transfer request evidence that you have also effected a transfer of the Manufacturer’s Warranty, if the Manufacturer requires transfer. Thereafter, no further Transfer can be made of this Service Contract.
