                             Saturday & Sunday May 1‐2, 2010 
 

 
Philadelphia offers much more than cobblestone streets and historical landmarks, it also offers  

cultural, culinary, artistic and ethnic treasures abound in this city. What makes Philadelphia so memorable 
 is its unique blend of experiences that are yours to discover.

from the location selected. Please be on time to board the AAA chartered, air-conditioned and restroom-
equipped motorcoach. You may bring food and non-alcoholic beverage (no large coolers) on board. 

 
May 1, 2010-   
 7:30 AM: Motorcoach departs from Harrisburg. 8:30AM: Motorcoach departs from Lancaster. 
10:30 AM: Arrive in Philadelphia, you will be met by a local step-on guide for a 3 hour motorcoach tour to see 
the Liberty Bell, Independence Hall, Congress Hall, Carpenter’s Hall, Betsy Ross house, Franklin Court, 
Elfreth’s Alley, a historic church and as many other sites as time permits.  
 
Following the tour, you will have some free time for lunch and explore Philadelphia on your own 
before a late afternoon check in at the hotel. The evening is free to do as you please. 
 
May 2, 2010- 
Morning is free to do as you please before a late check out from our hotel. 
10:30 AM: Board the motorcoach with a local step-on guide for a 3 hour tour with an overview of the 19th and 
20th century Philadelphia including cultural institutions, Benjamin Franklin Parkway, “Rocky” Steps at the 
Museum of Art, boat house row, Fairmount Park, Rittenhouse Square, City Hall, Antique Row and Masonic 
Temple. 
 
Depart for home following the tour with a dinner stop en route. (pay on own)
