Travel Documents
U.S. citizens on homeport cruises (cruises that begin and end at the same U.S. port) will be able to enter or depart
the country with a state issued birth certificate with a raised seal and government-issued photo I.D. AAA highly
recommends the use of a valid passport.
Payment
A deposit of 25% of the cruise fare will confirm your reservation. The balance is due to AAA by Sept. 21, 2010.
Cancellation Penalties are as follows:
From day of booking to day of departure $25 per person, plus the following...
From October 5 to November 3, 2010 25% of gross fare per person, plus any additional suppliers fees
From November 4 to December 3, 2010 50% of gross fare per person, plus any additional suppliers fees
From December 4 to December 19, 2010 75% of gross fare per person, plus any additional suppliers fees
After December 19, 2010 NON REFUNDABLE
Insurance
Pre-existing medical conditions may be waived with proper coverage if travel insurance is purchased within 21
days of initial deposit only.

Clothing/Climate
Average temperatures for the Caribbean in January are mid-80’s. Daytime, casual clothes and comfortable walking
shoes are fine. Evenings require casual or semiformal attire, with three formal nights.
Baggage
Two checked bags per person are permitted. You may also bring one small carry-on.
Miscellaneous
